The first issue of this
story gives us a little background - his mom was possessed and beat him. Of course, he didn’t know
at the time she was possessed. Now, as he helps a local priest deal with another possession, it
begins to dawn on him that his Mom may have been possessed.It’s a fun concept that uses the

present to understand and rectify the past.l will buy the next volume.

Volume 1 of The Outcast is a thorough introduction to the main character, Kyle, the Outcast. He
finds himself helping his reverend friend with a few exorcisms. It seems that Kyle’s touch hurts the
demons and forces them out of the victims. Or is it Kyle’s blood? We don’t know for sure yet. We do
know the demons all recognize Kyle as the Outcast right away, but Kyle has not yet figured out what
that means. Also, the reverend has not yet figured out that it is Kyle who is responsible for the
successful exorcisms they have experienced. No doubt in the next Volume he will, if he’s still alive.
