But he went on to be named MVP of the 1996 National League

Championship Series, and played on 12 of the Atlanta BravesÃ¢â‚¬â„¢ unprecedented 14 straight

division-winning teams of the 1990s and 2000s. From his relationship with great teammates such as

Greg Maddux and John Smoltz, to his failed comeback attempt with the Braves in 2008, this

autobiography tells all about the handsome, warm, engaging Lopez and how he became one of

baseballÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s most popular players.
