biology films. In the chapter about Nobel Peace Prize winner Oscar Arias, we find that following
Costa Rica’s example, Panama abolished its military in 1994 and Haiti abolished its military in 1995.
The most exciting story in the book is the story of Brazilian musician Anderson Sa, who turned his
own life away from drugs and violence, then survived a broken neck from a surfing accident, then
lead an AfroReggae movement that has lead thousands of young people away from drugs and
violence. Others included are, Henry David Thoreau, Mother Theresa, Thich Nhat Hahn, Colman
McCarthy, Bruno Hassar, Desmond Tutu, Riane Eisler, The Dali Lama, Henry Salt, Albert
Schweitzer, Astrid Lindgren, Jane Goodall, Rachel Carson, Nadar Khalili, and Wangari Maathai. |
eagerly await Volume Il.
