Hales paints a vivid history of the
dramatic, often violent Renaissance Florence in which Gherardini lived: a town populated with
scheming politicians, warring religious factions, and artists boasting rock-star popularity. Intertwined
with this tale is GherardiniA¢a -a,¢s personal biography as a daughter, a merchantA¢a -4,¢s wife,
a devoted mother, and a family matriarchA¢a -4 a story that provides counterpoint to the epic,
male-dominated history of the age.
