Okay,

now I'm done. Where exactly is the originality here? It's outrageous! She really should have added

EL James as co-author. How does the author of this book sleep at night? Sigh.Our female lead is an

art student that moonlights as a nude model.

The excitement in this book was

pretty good, I like what is being set up and I really liked the ending. I usually like getting at least a

portion of a story from the guys POV, but I'm not sure I liked this. Ethan is supposed to be this

highly trained, uber intelligent security guy; but he can't get his head out of his trousers for 2

seconds to really get into the game of protecting her.
