Did they

create or import their cultures? What makes South America different from other continents--and

what makes the cultures of the Andes different from other cultures in South America? Why did

Peru's Shining Path leader GuzmÃƒÂ¡n nearly succeed in his revolutionary quest while Che

Guevara in Bolivia so quickly failed? And what so astounded Charles Darwin in South America that

led him to conceive the theory of evolution? Deeply observed and beautifully written, Life and Death

in the Andes shows us this land as no one has before.
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This is an excellent history of the Spanish conquest of Peru and its aftermath. Detailed history of

Inca resistance and initial losses. It was a much hard fought colonization than usually presented in

history books. Give lush detail on the activities of the later Inca emperor in their struggle to rid

themselves of the Spanish. The one drawback is that MacQuarrie give little ;credit to the Indian

allies of the Spanish. He makes it sound like a small band of Spanish on horses fended off

hundreds of thousands of the Incas and there allies in one siege that last for more than a year. At

the same time, it is clear that the Incas had powerful native enemies. This part of the story is hardly

convincing. Otherwise it is a great read,
